e Was there any one thing that you most agreed with or disagreed with Sunday's message?
What was it and why?

e What might you do in the next few weeks to engage your church?

DIGGING DEEPER (pick 1 passage and read together)
e Choose a Reading: Matthew 5:13-16, Mark 9:38-50, Leviticus 2:13
o Reflecting on these verses, what strikes you most? Why?
o What is most challenging in these verses? Encouraging? New?
o If these verses were applied to our lives today, how would we move?
o How can we fill our conversations with salt and grace?

APPLYING (pick 1, do another as time allows)
e If you were to incorporate this message into your own life, how would the next month be
different?
e What doors are you praying for God to open so that you can proclaim the mystery of Christ?
e Pray over the summer months ahead, what conversations do you see coming in which you
could prayerfully add salt and grace?
e How can we pray for you regarding living the truths from today’s conversation?
